Hesston College and the Oregon Mennonite Historical Society present Common Threads: Anabaptist and African American Songs and Stories of Suffering and Hope at Zion Mennonite Church, 6124 S Whiskey Hill Rd, Hubbard, Ore., at 4 p.m., Sunday, September 19. 
Common Threads is an exploration of the way Anabaptist religious persecution and African American racial suffering have intersected. Both groups suffered at the hands of legitimate governments and both found hope in the midst of pain and humiliation.
